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VISITORS POLICY 
We invite you to visit your child/s classes. 

1.  All visitors must report to the office to sign in and get a 

proper name tag. 

2.  Please avoid visiting just before a holiday or during the 

last week of school. 

3.  Conferences with teachers should be arranged in 

advance, and at a time when the teacher does not have other 

duties or students to supervise. 

4.  Preschool children must not visit unless they are 

accompanied by an adult who is responsible for them. 

 

EMERGENCY INFORMATION 

It is important that the emergency information cards be 

filled out and returned to your child’s school.  It is equally 

important that the information on these cards be kept 

current.  If a home phone number, address, or other 

emergency information changes the school office must be 

informed of them. 

 

AVILLA SCHOOL PHONE POLICY 
Phone calls from school should be as limited as possible. In 

the event that a student must call home, middle school 

students will need to use a pass from their agenda. 

Students will not be allowed to use the phones in the 

classroom.  Calls must be made either from the office or the 

pay phone. Students must have written permission, from 

a staff member, to use the pay phone.  Students who call 

long distance must either call collect or use a calling card 

number.  In the event that an event is canceled, and 

students must notify parents of alternate after school 

arrangements, Avilla School will make every effort to 

allow those students access to phones.  Phone calls home to 

receive permission to go home with friends will not be 

allowed.  A written note from the parent MUST be 

provided. 

 

AVILLA SCHOOL STUDENT EXPECTATIONS 

1.  Each Avilla Student believes that he/she can accomplish 

his/her schoolwork when she/he is present and active.  

Therefore, he/she will not be absent or tardy except in cases 

of emergency. 

2. Each Avilla Student keeps his/her locker or desk as an 

evidence of good housekeeping.  He/she will keep his/her 

locker combination to himself/herself and will not use a 

locker to which he/she is not assigned.  He/she will be 

responsible for his/her materials at all times by keeping 

his/her locker locked. 

3. Each Avilla Student listens when being addressed and is 

courteous at all times. 

4.  Each Avilla Student listens attentively to 

announcements from teachers and the office. 

5.  Each Avilla Student does not ask for special privileges 

not given to other students.

3.  You, as an Avilla student, spend a large part of your life 

at school and it is essential that you understand the rules 

under which you and others in the school community live. 

 

If the rules are broken, the following disciplinary actions 

are recommended to be followed.  Should there be multiple 

violations or substantial disobedience of the same offense, 

or different disciplinary offenses, from one school year to 

the next, a more severe disciplinary action will be taken on 

the first instance. 

 

ASSEMBLIES / ATHLETIC EVENTS / DANCES 

1.  Observes the rules of conduct in all performance 

situations.  He/she becomes quiet when the person in 

charge appears on the platform. 

2.  Behaves appropriately at athletic contests.  He/she 

respects the decisions of the officials. He/she acknowledges 

good play and players regardless of team and exercises 

good sportsmanship. 

3.  There are no passes out at any event. 

4.  Helps to make school activities a success by 

participating appropriately in the various activities offered.  

 

PLAYGROUND RULES 

1.  Show respect to others. 

2.  Keep away from the windows. 

3.  Do not play behind the wall on the west end of the 

building. 

4.  Stones are to stay on the ground. 

5.  Stay on your feet while in the stone area. 

6.  Share all equipment. 

7.  No climbing on benches, walls, swing poles, basketball 

poles, or fences. 

8.  Swing straight with no jumping off the swings. 

9.  Get permission before playing football or kick ball. 

10.  No baseballs or other hardballs may be used on the 

playground at any time. 

11.  Snowballs, ice, stones, etc. are never to be thrown on 

the playground or on any other part of the school property. 

12.  Tag and chase may not be played on the playground at 

any time. 

13.  Only one person may slide down the slide at a time.  

Students must slide down on their buttocks with legs flat 

against the slide.  Students may not hang over the edge of 

the slide and may not get off the slide until they are at the 

bottom. 

 

CAFETERIA PROCEDURES 
1.  Students may prepay for lunch by the week or month.  

Checks or money for prepayment must be given to the 

classroom teacher at the beginning of each day. 

2.  Students who wish to pay cash daily will do so at lunch 

time. 

3.  Students must have a pass to be anywhere else other 

than the cafeteria or gym during lunch time. 

4.  Students are not allowed to leave during lunch. 

5.  Students are to walk in the cafeteria. 

6.  Students are to refrain from excessive noise. 

7.  NO FOOD THROWING.  Students will pick up after 

themselves. 

8.  Students are to remain in their seats until returning their 

trays to the return area. 

9.  Improper behavior in the cafeteria will result in 

disciplinary action. 
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EAST NOBLE ATTENDANCE POLICY 

To support and comply with the Indiana School Attendance 

Law, East Noble Schools monitor the attendance of each 

enrolled student.  A parent or guardian is required to 

contact the school prior to 10:00 a.m. each day of 

absence.  The principal may extend the number of days of 

excused absences due to extenuating circumstances. 

A student is considered present when serving as a 

legislative page or is being honored by the legislature; 

when serving on the precinct election board or as a helper 

to a political candidate or to a political party on election 

day; when subpoenaed to make a court appearance; or 

when called to active duty with the Indiana National Guard 

for not more than 10 days.  Required verification of each of 

the above is stipulated in Indiana Code 20-8.11-3-18. 

Definitions: 

Excused-A verifiable absence due to illness, funeral, or 

religious holiday.  The principal or designee may excuse 

student absences for other legitimate reasons when parents 

notify the school promptly.   

Unexcused-Absences for activities such as family errands, 

missing the bus, vacation, recreation, or instances when a 

parent contact with the school has not occurred.  In many 

cases, an unexcused absence would violate the Indiana 

Mandatory School Attendance law. 

Truant-An absence without the knowledge or consent of 

the parent or school, or absent with the intent to evade the 

compulsory attendance law. 

 

To ensure that parents are well informed of their childôs 

attendance pattern, the following will occur: 

The total number of absences will be posted on each 

progress report and report card.   

Sixth Absence-A letter will be sent to parent/guardian.  A 

copy of the policy will be included. 

Eighth Absence-Personal contact will be made with the 

parent/guardian. 

Eleventh Absence-Home visit by ENSC Attendance 

Officer 

Twelfth Absence- Legal notice sent to parents  

Thirteenth Absence-Appropriate penalties as determined 

by the administrator, including, but not limited to detention, 

Saturday School, in-school suspension,  referral of the 

student to Teen Court (6-12), referral of the parent/guardian 

to the Prosecutor, or recommendation for expulsion.  

 

20-8.1-3-17 Compulsory Attendance 

Sec. 17. (a) Subject to the specific exceptions under this 

chapter, each individual is entitled to attend under IC 20- 

8.1-6.1 or some other school which is taught in the English 

language. 

(b.) An individual is bound by the requirements of this 

chapter from the earlier of the date on which the individual 

officially enrolls in a school or, except as provided in 

subsection (h), the beginning of the fall school term for the 

school year in which the individual becomes seven (7) 

years of age until the date on which the individual: 

(1) Graduates 

(2) reaches at least sixteen (16) years of age but who is less 

than eighteen (18) years of age and the requirements under 

subsection (j) concerning an exit interview are met enabling 

the individual to withdraw from school before graduation; 

or  

(3) Reaches at least eighteen (18) years of age 

(d) An individual for whom education is compulsory under 

this section shall attend school each year: (1) for the 

number of days public schools are in session in the school 

corporation in which the individual is enrolled in Indiana; 

or 

(2) If the individual is enrolled outside Indiana, for the 

number of days the public schools are in session where the 

individual is enrolled. 

20-8.1-3-33 Compulsory Attendance; parentôs 

responsibility 

Sec. 33 Compulsory Attendance; Parent’s Responsibility.  

(a) It is unlawful for a parent to fail to ensure that his child 

attends school as required under this chapter. 

 

ABSENCES/TARDY TO SCHOOL/ASSIGNMENTS 

1.  Appointments scheduled during the school day require a 

note from parents.  Students are to sign out at the office and 

sign in upon their return. 

2.  Students arriving to school late must sign in at the office 

and have a written explanation. 

3.  Absences should be phoned into the school office by 

8:00am.  If the office has not been notified, an effort will be 

made to contact the parent at home or at work. 

4.  The student is responsible for all assignments missed 

due to absence.  The student will have the number of school 

days to make up work equal to the number of days absent. 

5.  When an absence is anticipated, the parents should 

contact the office in advance of the absence.  Plans can then 

be completed so that work can be made up. 

6.  When a student is absent from school, they are not 

allowed to attend extra-curricular events on the date of the 

absence. 

 

TARDIES TO SCHOOL AND CLASS 

Per Semester Grades 6-8 

The school emphasizes the importance of prompt arrivals 

and timely dismissals for all students, which strengthens 

their future work habits as adults in any job market.  

Students who are present throughout the school day derive 

more from their school experience.  The school understands 

there are certain exceptions, some of which are 

unavoidable, for which this policy provides some 

flexibility.   

The administration will record the tardies to school and the 

classroom teacher will record the tardies to class.  Lengthy 

and repeated tardies to school may result in the absences 

being considered as truancy. 

1st tardy-Warning 

2nd tardy-Warning and parent contact 

3rd tardy-1 detention and parent contact 

4th tardy-2 detentions and parent conference 

5th tardy-1 day in-school suspension and parent conference 

6th tardy-2 day’s in-school suspension and parent 

conference 

7th tardy-3 day’s in-school suspension 

8th tardy- 5 days in-school suspension 

9th tardy- Referral to Teen Court 

10th tardy- May result in recommendation for expulsion. 

Tardy Policy Grades K-5 

Tardy-arriving in the classroom after the school’s 

announced starting, and prior to 10:00 a.m., or early 

departure from school, after 1:00 p.m. 

Absent for the morning-arriving at or after 10:00 a.m. 

Absent for the afternoon-departing the school at or prior to 

1:00 p.m. 

Excused Tardy- tardy because of medical reasons, or 

appointment, authenticated by a doctor’s note; or a required 

court appearance for the child, authenticated by the clerk; 
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or due to extenuating circumstances as determined by the 

principal. Also, tardy for reasons primarily attributed to 

the parent, authenticated by the parent i.e. flat tire, late 

wake-up, etc. 

 Unexcused Tardy- tardy for reasons primarily attributed 

to the child, or for which no reason is given by the parent. 

1. All children arriving late or departing early will sign-

in/out at the office, indicating date, time, and reason.  A 

parent is expected to accompany the child in/out of the 

office upon a late arrival or early dismissal. 

2. Every tardy will be classified as excused, or unexcused 

by the teacher, secretary, or principal.   

3. Three instances of tardiness will necessitate a contact 

with the child’s parents to review the record and the policy 

and to explore remedies. 

4. Repeated instances of tardies may result in detention, 

Saturday school or other consequences as determined by 

the building principal. 

 

Make-Up Work 

A student will have the number of school days to make up 

work equal to the number of days absent, i.e., absent 2 

days=2 school days to complete work. 

 

EAST NOBLE BOOK RENTAL POLICY 

Parents/Guardians are encouraged to pay for their 

student(s) boot rental and associated fees by the first day of 

school.  If these fees are not paid in full by this time, 

parents/guardians may enter into a contract setting up 

payment or fill out a state free textbook application.  The 

payment schedule will be as follows: 

¼ of amount due by September 15 

½ of amount due by October 15 

¾ of amount due by November 30 

Full amount due by January 30 

Parents/guardians who fail to pay the book rental and fees 

will be notified on March 1 and will be given until April 1 

to make payment in full or be processed through the courts.  

If processed, the court will add a filing fee to the amount 

owed.  The parents/guardians will then be responsible for 

the textbook rental, associated fees, filing fees, attorney 

fees, and interest. 

 

IMMUNIZATIONS/MEDICATIONS 

It is mandatory that your child have an adequate 

certification of immunizations on file in the school office.  

Please keep your child’s record up-to-date.  Failure to do so 

may lead to suspension or expulsion from school. 

If it is necessary for your child to take medication at school, 

please follow these procedures: 

1.  Medicines, including cough drops, must be taken to the 

office and be accompanied by a note signed by the parent 

or guardian. 

2.  Medicine should be in the original container with the 

pharmacists name or name of the drug store on the label. 

3.  Medication in baggies, foil, etc., will not be accepted or 

given. 

4.  Container label should contain: 

 A.  Student’s name 

 B.  Doctor’s name 

 C.  Dose, strength, and time of medication. 

5.  Only the medication needed during school hours should 

be brought to school. 

 

 

 

HEALTH AND COUNSELING 

1.  The school nurse will be in the building on a weekly 

basis if you are in need of health services. 

2.  The school’s counselor is someone to talk to about 

home, school, or personal problems.  Stop by and set up an 

appointment with this person if you would like. 

SCHOOL LUNCH PROGRAM 

Cafeteria computerized debit cards can have deposits made 

on them weekly, monthly, by semester, or on a yearly basis.  

A lunch may be purchased with cash on a daily basis.  

Damaged or lost cafeteria cards will be replaced for a fee. 

Grades 6-12 – No charges for lunches or breakfast 

Grades 1-5 – Students are allowed to charge two lunches.  

If the money for these charges has not been made, the child 

will be given vegetables and milk until charges are paid.  If 

a child has two charges for lunch, they will not be allowed 

to eat breakfast.  The last two weeks of the school year 

students will not be allowed to charge lunches so that 

monies can be collected before school ends for the summer. 

 

RESPECT PROPERTY AND OTHERS 

1. Students should be proud of their school.  Therefore, 

he/she helps to keep its appearance pleasing to all and does 

not deface property in any way. 

2. Each day students should strive to work to the best of 

their ability. 

3. Respect the property and rights of others both inside the 

school and outside of school. 

4. Students should present his/her criticism and suggestions 

in a proper and courteous manner to the teachers and 

administrators. 

 

LOCKERS AND VALUABLES 

1. Do not leave money or valuables in lockers or desks.  

Objects too large for lockers may be left in the office.  

There will be locker inspections to check for cleanliness 

etc.  Do not tamper with another locker. 

2. No tape or glue may be used in lockers or painted 

surfaces. 

3. Tampering with or altering the lock or closure 

mechanisms (jamming) will result in restitution for repair.   

 

HALLWAY RULES 

1.  All students are asked to WALK on the RIGHT side of 

the hallway and behave in an acceptable manner at all 

times. 

2.  Students must have a pass while in the hallway during 

class time. 

3.  Students will not make excessive noise in the hall.  

There should be no whistling and yelling. 

 

NUISANCE DEVICES 

Radios, CD players, MP3 players, cellular/digital phones, 

camera phones, or any other device found to be a nuisance 

may not be used during the school day.   

    

BOOK BAGS and PURSES 

For safety considerations, no student will be allowed to 

carry a book bag or purse to class.  These items, and any 

other similar item, may be brought into the building.  

However, students will not be allowed to carry them during 

the day.  Any and all bags/purses must be kept in the 

student’s locker or classroom during the course of the 

school day. 
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GUM/CANDY/POP 

No gum chewing, candy or pop will be permitted anywhere 

in the building during the school day without the 

permission of the administration or classroom teacher. 

 

HOMEWORK POLICY 

Homework is defined as meaningful assignments that 

will enhance skills taught during the regular school day.   

Many of these assignments are started in class under the 

supervision of the teacher and then are to be completed at 

home, so that they may be turned in for assessment the next 

school day.  The teachers at your school will be consistent 

in the implementation of this policy. 

1. It is the responsibility of the student to know the 

assignments, know when they are due, and to turn the 

assignment in on time. Students must also use their time 

wisely to complete work at school, thus reducing the 

amount of time spent on work at home. It is also the 

responsibility of the student, when absent, to obtain all 

assignments for the period for which they were absent. 

2. It is the responsibility of parents to encourage their 

student to complete all assignments, check the students’ 

agenda daily, check the “Grade Viewer” program online, 

and to work with the school when such assignments are not 

being completed. 

3. Teachers will try to coordinate projects, writing 

assignments and tests, when possible, so that no student 

should have an overabundance of homework.  

4. Assignments are due on the date specified by the teacher. 

Late assignments will be accepted until the completion of a 

unit/chapter, or designated due date determined by the 

teacher. In most classes this will be when the unit/chapter 

test is taken. 10% will be taken off of assignments turned in 

one day late and 20% will be taken off of assignments 

turned in two days late. Any assignment turned in more 

than two days late and up to the end of the unit/chapter, or  

designated due date will have 50% taken off the assignment 

score. Assignments turned in after the end of the 

unit/chapter, or designated due date will result in a score of 

0%.   

5. Students who are absent will be given the same number 

of days that they were absent to complete the assignment. 

However, Homework assigned prior to an illness is due the 

day that a student returns. Parents are encouraged to call 

the school or contact their child’s teachers if a prolonged 

absence is anticipated so that the student can keep up with 

assignments.  

6. It is the responsibility of the teachers to inform the 

students and parents when assignments are missing. 

Therefore, teachers will contact the parents of the student 

 

 by either a note in the student agenda, a telephone call, an 

e-mail, or a letter in the mail when a student has several 

outstanding assignments that will adversely affect the 

student’s grade. This will occur in a timely fashion.   

a. When the agenda option for parent contact is used, the 

agenda must then be signed by a parent signifying that they 

are aware of the problem, and the agenda is then checked 

the following day by the teacher. 

b. Should the agenda return not signed by the parent, the 

school will attempt to contact the parents by phone. 

 

 

 

 

 

STUDENT SEARCHES 

A student may be searched by the Principal or his/her 

designee when there is reason to believe that the student 

possesses any illegal item that will cause harm to the 

student or another person or an item that could disrupt the 

educational process.  All personal property brought upon 

the school property is subject to search.  The administration 

shall conduct general inspection of lockers for any reason 

at any time, without notice, without student consent, and 

without a search warrant.

School Corporation wishes to impart worthwhile values 

of health, safety, decency, and good taste.  Proper dress 

and grooming are the responsibilities of every pupil 

attending our school.  The administrators are charged 

with the responsibility of establishing and enforcing 

standards of dress and grooming necessary for orderly 

operation of the school.  Students are expected to 

exhibit cleanliness and good taste in personal 

appearance.  Shirts and shoes must be worn at all 

school functions.  Unusual and exotic fads in dress and 

haircuts will be discouraged (unnatural hair colors, face 

painting, etc.)   

The following is NOT ACCEPTABLE in the school 

setting: 

1. Garments which expose bare midriff, cut-off shirts, or 

tank tops. 

2. Mutilated clothing with holes, rips, etc. 

3. Clothing or display imprinted with profanity, 

questionable suggestions, or slogans. 

4. Athletic shorts, cut-off jeans, cut off sweats, bike shorts, 

spandex shorts, or any other revealing shorts.

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5. Hats and sunglasses are not to be worn in the building. 

6. Any display advertising alcohol, tobacco, drugs, or drug 

paraphernalia. 

7. Any display decorated with tombstones, skulls, 

crossbones, blood, or other advertisement of death, 

destruction, or negativism. 

8. Any display containing lewd, rude, vulgar, offensive, or 

obscene material as determined by the building principal. 

The following also apply: 

9. Both sides of strapped clothing must be over the 

shoulders and snapped at all times (suspenders, overalls, 

etc.) 

10. An undershirt needs to be worn underneath baggy shirts 

that hang low at the neck and under the arms. 

11. All dresses, shorts, and shirts must be appropriate in 

length and neckline as determined by the building level 

administrator. 

12. When the weather necessitates wearing a coat or jacket, 

the garment will remain in the students’ locker until they 

are dismissed for the day.  They are not to take these items 

to class. 

13. Pants, shorts, skirts, etc., must be worn at the student’s 

waist (no sagging).  The bottom of the pant leg cannot drag 

the floor. 

14. For health and safety considerations, socks should be 

worn to school, as well as appropriate shoes. 

15. Any item of clothing or accessory (chains, dangling 

jewelry, etc.), deemed dangerous or unacceptable by the 

building level administration may not be worn to school.

MISCONDUCT

*Legal Authorities may also be notified if warranted. 

*1. ILLEGAL DRUGS OR SUBSTANCES 

PROHIBITED BY SCHOOL POLICY OR ANY 

STUBSTANCE PRESENTED TO BE AN ILLEGAL 

DRUG:  

Use, possession of, or under the influence of, sale, or 

distribution of, while traveling to, attending, and going 

from the academic day or an extracurricular activity is 

prohibited. 

A.   1st Offense-10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for the semester/year. 

 

*2.  ALCOHOL:  Use, possession of, or under the 

influence of, sale, or distribution of, while traveling to, 

attending, and going from the academic day or an 

extracurricular activity is prohibited. 

A.   1st Offense-up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

parent conference. 

B.   2nd Offense-10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion from school for remainder 

of the semester/year. 

 

*3. TOBACCO:  There is to be no use or possession of 

tobacco or tobacco products by students in the building, 

 on school grounds, during the school day or at school 

functions. 

A.   1st Offense-5 days out-of-school suspension and parent 

conference. 

B.   2nd Offense-up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for the semester/year. 

 

*4. MAJOR DISRUPTION OF THE SCHOOL DAY 

AND SERIOUS VIOLATIONS OF THE SCHOOL 

RULES: 

A repetition of or combination of disciplinary problems or 

serious violations of school rules will result in the 

following: 

A.  Up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for the semester/year. 

*5. FIREARMS:  No student shall posses, handle, or 

transmit any firearm on school property or at school 

functions. 

A.  1st Offense-10 days out-of-school suspension and 

expulsion from school for 1 calendar year. 

*6. DANGEROUS WEAPONS:  Possession on person, in 

vehicle, or locker of a dangerous weapon and /or 

ammunition (other than those depicted in #5 above) on 

school premises or at any school function activity. 

Disciplinary Options: 

A.  Up to 10 days out-of-school suspension with a parent 

conference and a possible recommendation for expulsion 

for up to one calendar year. 

*7. HARMFUL DEVICES:  Any device that could cause 

bodily harm, or is used to cause bodily harm, is prohibited 

at school or during a school activity.  These devices could 

include, but are not limited to:  Pepper Spray, Laser lights, 

matches, items that shock, etc.  Depending upon the 

severity or repetitiveness of the offense, the following 

disciplinary options may be pursued in an attempt to 

correct the situation: 

A.  Warning 

B.  Detention and parent contact 

C. 1-3 days of in-school suspension and parent conference 

D.  Up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and parent 

conference 

E.  Up o 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*8. TRUANCY:  Willfully absent or truant from school 

without the knowledge or consent of the parent or school, 

or absent when there is an attempt to evade the School 

Attendance Law. 

A. 1st Offense-3 days in-school-suspension and parent 

conference. 

B. 2nd Offense-up to 10 days out-of-school suspension 

with parent conference and notification to Noble County 

Probation office. 

C. 3rd Offense-up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*9. VANDALISM OR STEALING: 

The student will make restitution and: 

A. 1st Offense-3-5 days in-school suspension and parent 

conference. 

B. 2nd Offense-3-10 days out-of-school suspension and 

parent conference. 

C. 3rd Offense-up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*10. INSUBORDINATION:  Willfully disobeying staff 

members or the use of profane, obscene, or degrading 

language or gestures to any staff member. 

A. 1st Offense-in-school suspension 

B. 2nd Offense-3 days in school suspension with parent 

conference. 
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C. 3rd Offense-up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*11. THREATENING, HARASSING, AND ABUSIVE 

BEHAVIOR:  Students are expected to be respectful of 

other members of the school community at all times.  

Threatening, harassing, or abusive behavior is defined as 

picking on, making verbal or physical threats against, or 

excessively teasing another student with the intent of 

embarrassing, intimidating, or disrupting his/her school 

activities.  This includes any form of sexual harassment.  

Depending upon the severity or repetitiveness of the 

offense, the following disciplinary options may be pursued 

in an attempt to correct the situation: 

1. Warning 

2. Detention and parent contact 

3. 1-3 days of in-school suspension and parent conference. 

4. Up to 10 days out-of-school suspension and parent 

conference. 

5. Up to 10 days out-of school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

 

*12. FIGHTING/CAUSING PHYSICAL INJURY:  If 

overt aggression is identified with one student, the 

discipline policy may affect only one student. 

A. 1st Offense-1-3 days of in-school suspension and parent 

contact. 

B. 2nd Offense-3-10 days out-of school suspension and 

parent contact. 

C. 3rd Offense-up to 10 days out-of school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*13. DISRUPTIVE CONDUCT, VULGARITY AND 

PROFANITY:  The faculty/staff will handle the above 

items until unable to solve the problems.  (Problems are not 

considered unsolvable until there has been a parent/teacher 

conference.) 

A. 1st Offense-1-3 days in-school suspension and parent 

contact. 

B. 2nd Offense-3-10 days out-of school suspension and 

parent contact. 

C. 3rd Offense-up to 10 days out-of school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*14. SKIPPING CLASS OR STUDY HALL 

A. 1st Offense-1 day in-school suspension and parent 

contact. 

B. 2nd Offense-3 days in-school suspension and parent 

contact. 

C. 3rd Offense-3-10 days out of school suspension and 

parent conference. 

D. 10 days out-of school suspension and recommendation 

for expulsion for semester/year. 

*15. HABITUAL OFFENDER:  A student will be 

classified as a habitual offender when the student has failed 

in a substantial number of instances to comply with 

directions of teachers of other school personnel during any 

period of time when he/she is under their supervision and 

where such failure constitutes an interference with school 

purposes of an educational function.  A student may be 

designated as a habitual offender when multiple discipline 

referrals are made to the office in one year.  Tardy referrals 

shall not count toward habitual offender status. 

A. 1st Offense-3 days out-of school suspension. 

B. 2nd Offense-5-10 days out of school suspension. 

C. 3rd Offense-up to 10 days out-of school suspension and 

recommendation for expulsion for semester/year. 

*16. GANG RELATED ACTIVITY:  In an effort to 

enhance safe, secure learning environment and to help 

foster an attitude of respect for the rights of others, the 

following gang activity policy will be enforced at school, 

during school related functions or on any school district 

property. 

Gang activity and/or involvement are defined as: 

1. Wearing, possessing, using, distributing, displaying, or 

selling any clothing jewelry, emblems, badges, symbols, 

signs, graffiti or other items that are evidence of 

membership in or affiliation with a gang. 

2. Committing any act or using any speech, either verbal or 

nonverbal (gestures, handshakes, etc.) showing 

membership or affiliation with a gang. 

3. Using any speech or committing any act to further the 

interest of any gang or gang activity, including but not 

limited to: 

a. Soliciting and/or initiating others for membership in any 

gang. 

b. Requesting any person to pay for protection or otherwise 

intimidating or threatening any person. 

c. Committing any illegal acts or violating any school 

district policy. 

d. Inciting other students to act with physical violence upon 

other person. 

e. Engaging in concert with others in intimidating, fighting, 

assaulting or threatening to assault others. 

4. The use of or possession of beepers and cellular phones 

in non-medical emergency situations is prohibited. 

A. Violation of the above could result in detention, 

suspension, or expulsion and parent contact. 

17. OTHER DISCIPLINARY PROBLEMS will be 

reviewed on their own merit and action taken could be 

restitution, community service, Saturday School, Teen 

Court, detention, suspension, or expulsion with teacher and 

parent conference depending of the offense. 

 

SUSPENSIONS AND/OR EXPULSIONS 
A.  Students who have been suspended or expelled from the 

regular school setting will not be permitted to attend or 

participate in any extracurricular activity during the time of 

punishment.  Students may be placed on social probation 

and suspended from attending extracurricular activities for 

a period of time. 

B.  A student will be given the opportunity to make up 

missed work while serving in school or out of school 

suspension. 

C.  After a student has received any 2 suspensions, any 

subsequent violation may result in expulsion from school. 

D.  A suspended student may not return until his/her 

parents contact the school office. 

 

SUBSTANCE ABUSE POLICY 

A complete copy of the East Noble School Corporation 

Substance Abuse Policy may be obtained, at parent request, 

from the school office. 

 

SCHOOL BUS PROCEDURES 

1.  To ride home with someone on a bus, students must 

have written permission from home.  This note must also 

be approved by the office. 

2.  Students are asked to refrain from calling home during 

the school day to make special arrangements. 

3.  Appropriate behavior is also expected on buses while 

riding to and from the school. 

4.  Buses depart from the school as soon as buses are 

loaded, usually 5 minutes after school is dismissed. 
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SCHOOL BUS VIOLATIONS AND 

CONSEQUENCES 

A.  The school bus is considered as a classroom and all 

problems occurring on the bus will be governed by this 

Code of Discipline.  It is the responsibility of the student to 

obey all posted rules while riding the bus.  School 

authorities may deny the privilege of riding the bus. 

B.  All bus incidents will be reviewed separately.  The 

following consequences may be implemented by the 

administration when bus violations occur: 

1st Offense-warning or detention 

2nd Offense-recess withheld/detention 

3rd Offense-3-5 days suspension from the bus 

4th Offense-5-10 days suspension from the bus 

5th Offense-loss of bus privilege for semester 

C.  To allow the driver to fully focus on safely transporting 

students, East Noble Schools expects all bus riders to 

behave in the following manner: 

1.  All students will remain seated, at all times, while bus is 

in motion. 

2.  All students will refrain from excessive noise. 

3.  All students will keep hands, feet and other objects to 

themselves, and inside the bus. 

4.  All students will follow any rules set forth by the driver. 

 

ATHLETICS/EXTRACURRICULAR 

Students are invited to try out for various athletic teams.  

Those who wish to participate must have a “Parents 

Consent Form, Trip Approval, and Insurance Waiver 

Form” and a doctor’s physical form filled out and handed 

in to the office before beginning practice.  New forms are 

required each school year. 

1.  All extracurricular eligibility (athletic and non-athletic 

activities) will be subject to these guidelines.  The 

extracurricular athletic activities that fall into this domain 

are as follows: 

--Drama Productions, Grades 6-8 

--Solo Ensemble (Band and Choir) 

--Yearbook, Grades 6-8 

--Spell Bow, Grades 6-8l 

--Student Council, Grades 6-8 

--Marching Band (ENHS), Grades 6-8 

--Clubs, Grades 6-8 

--All Athletic Teams (including cheerleading) Grades 6-8 

--Elementary activities will be determined on a case by 

case basis  

 

ATHLETIC PHILOSOPHY 

Our main concern in athletics is to insure that students 

develop positive self-concepts and attitudes as a result of 

participation on a team.  Skill development will also be 

emphasized at all levels of participation.  Students will 

learn to become responsible, team oriented players who 

demonstrate good sportsmanship at all times.  Social 

development and student involvement are also important 

aspects of the overall athletic program. 

 

ACADEMIC ELIGIBILITY 

All extra curricular/co-curricular participants are students 

first and, therefore, must maintain academic eligibility 

throughout the grading period. If a student receives any 

failing grade at the end of a nine weeks period, he/she will 

be considered ineligible.  Progress reports, which are issued 

at the half way point of each grading period, will allow a 

student to regain his/her eligibility. Students may 

participate in practice activities until the progress reports 

are issued. Students may regain their eligibility if all failing 

grades are eliminated. Students in grades 6 and 7 

determined to be ineligible after the last nine weeks grading 

period will be ineligible for participation in fall activities of 

the next year until progress reports are issued. The 

eligibility rule applies to any judged event or competitive 

activity.  

 

AGE ELIGIBILITY POLICY 

Age eligibility is established by the Indiana High School 

Association (IHSAA).   

6th Grade – Student who is or shall be 14 prior to or on the 

scheduled date of the last contest in a sport should be 

ineligible for athletic competition in that sport. 

7th Grade – Student who is or shall be 15 prior to or on the 

scheduled date of the last contest in a sport should be 

ineligible for athletic competition in that sport. 

8th Grade – Student who is or shall be 16 prior to or on the 

scheduled date of the last contest in a sport should be 

ineligible for athletic competition in that sport. 

 

ATHLETICS/EXTRACURRICULAR ACTIVITY 

RESPONSIBILITIES 

When a student is involved in athletics or other 

extracurricular activities, he/she becomes a representative 

for their school.  These participants, therefore, are 

responsible for conducting themselves in a manner that is 

acceptable to both the school and to themselves.  

Extracurricular activities are a privilege, not a right.  The 

participant is expected to be a good citizen and set a good 

example for others, both at school and away from school.  

In order to participate at these events, the student must be 

present at school the day of the event.  Improper behavior 

may result in suspension from the team/activity.  PLEASE 

REMEMBER THAT EXTRACURRICULAR AND 

ATHLETIC PARTICIPATION IS A PRIVILEGE AND 

THAT PRIVILEGE CAN BE TAKEN AWAY IF: 

1.  A student fails to meet academic requirements. 

2.  A student’s behavior and/or attitude are detrimental to 

his/her team and school. 

3.  A student is assigned in-school or out-of school 

suspension. 

4.  Theft or vandalism at school or in the community. 

5.  Students who become involved with the legal 

authorities, whether this is part of an ongoing investigation, 

arrest or probation, may face disciplinary action regarding 

athletic participation. 

*6.  A student is found to be involved (use, possession, or 

sale) with drugs, alcohol, or tobacco at any time or place. 

*Students found in violation of #6 may be ineligible for all 

sports for the remainder of the school year.  The East Noble 

School Corporation Substance Abuse Policy/Student 

Assistance Program can apply to #6. 

 

East Noble School Corporation 

Network Use Agreement 

Digital communications and Internet access are available to 

students, parents, teachers and employees in the East Noble 

School Corporation. These services offer vast, diverse, and 

unique resources that will enhance our mission to become 

life-long learners. Our goal in providing services is to 

promote educational excellence, career development, and 

limited high-quality self-discovery activities by facilitating 

resource sharing, innovation, and communication. It is the 

joint responsibility of the students, parents, teachers and 

employees of East Noble to insure the educational value 
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and use of technology resources. Technology users need to 

be aware that the intentional inappropriate use of school 

resources, in any location, will result in consequences 

which may include reprimand, exclusion from technology 

assets, loss of network privileges, suspension, or expulsion. 

In the case of an employee an additional consequence could 

be employment termination. 

Access to computers all over the world comes with the 

availability of material that may not be considered to be of 

educational value in the context of the school setting. East 

Noble School Corporation has taken precautions to restrict 

access to such materials through Board approved Internet 

Use guidelines that define internet usage by students and 

staff at East Noble and the use of a network filter that 

blocks access to inappropriate sites. However, on a global 

network it is impossible to control access to all materials all 

of the time. East Noble School Corporation firmly believes 

that there is a wealth of information and interaction on this 

worldwide network that will be valuable for our students. 

Therefore, ENSC expects that faculty will blend the 

thoughtful use of the Internet throughout the curriculum 

and will provide guidance and instruction to students in its 

use. As much as possible, access from school to Internet 

resources will be structured in ways which point students to 

sites which have been evaluated prior to use. While 

students will be able to move beyond those resources to 

others that have not been previewed by staff, they shall be 

provided with guidelines and resources particularly suited 

to learning objectives. But, be aware that there remains the 

possibility that users may procure material that is not 

consistent with the educational goals of our school 

corporation and may also be denied access to some desired 

sites. 

Internet access is coordinated through a complex 

association of government agencies, regional and state 

networks. The smooth operation of the network relies upon 

the proper conduct of the end users that must adhere to 

strict guidelines. These guidelines are provided here so that 

users are aware of the responsibilities about to be acquired. 

In general, this requires efficient, ethical and legal 

utilization of network resources. If an East Noble School 

Corporation user violates any of these provisions, his or her 

account will be suspended or terminated and future access 

could possibly be denied.  

The signature on the user signature page indicates the user 

has read the terms and conditions carefully and understands 

their significance. The signature is legally binding. A 

parents’ and/or students’ signature on the school’s 

handbook sign-off page indicates they have read and 

understand everything in the handbook including the 

network use agreement. 

Internet - Terms and Conditions 

1.) Acceptable Use - The use of your account must be in 

support of education and research and consistent with the 

educational objectives of the East Noble School 

Corporation. Transmission or downloading of any material 

in violation of any U.S. or state regulation is prohibited. 

This includes but is not limited to copyrighted material, 

threatening, obscene or material protected by trade secret. 

Users may not use technology resources for gaming, 

plagiarism, copyright infringement, commercial activities, 

or professional politically lobbying. Users are not permitted 

to access, upload, download, or distribute pornographic, 

obscene, or sexually explicit material. Users may not 

vandalize, damage, or disable the property of another 

individual or organization or access other individual's 

materials, information, or files without permission. Users 

will not use the systems to engage in any illegal act, such as 

arranging for a  

drug sale or the purchase of alcohol, engaging in gang 

activities, threatening the safety of persons, etc.   

2.) Privileges - The use of the East Noble 

telecommunications services is a privilege, not a right. 

Inappropriate use will result in the cancellation of those 

privileges. The technology director and the superintendent 

will deem what is inappropriate use and their decision is 

final. The administration, faculty, and staff of East Noble 

School Corporation may request the technology director 

and/or the system administrators to deny, revoke, or 

suspend specific user accounts. 

3.) Exclusive Use of Access - Network users are solely 

responsible for the use of their login, passwords, and access 

privilege. Any problems that arise from the use of a 

registered user's login are the user's responsibility. The use 

of a registered login by someone other than the user is 

forbidden and is grounds for denial or limitation of network 

access privileges. Network resources can only be  

accessed with school owned computers, laptops and similar 

devices. Student or staff owned computers, laptops, tablets, 

PDA’s and other internet devices may not access ENSC 

network resources either wirelessly or connected directly to 

the network.  The use of cell phones is defined by each 

building and users should understand and follow those 

guidelines provided elsewhere. However, if a personal cell 

phone has internet capabilities, the internet capabilities 

cannot be used at school regardless of building guidelines 

for usage. Staff and students are encouraged to use personal 

thumb drives to store and transport personal files between 

classrooms, home and school.   

4.) Network Etiquette - Employees utilizing school-

provided network access are responsible for good behavior 

online just as they are in a classroom or other areas of 

school. All users are expected to abide by the generally 

accepted rules of network etiquette. These include but are 

not limited to the following: 

a.) Be polite. Do not become abusive or belligerent 

in the access and use of the Internet. 

b.) Use appropriate language. Do not use obscene, 

profane, lewd, vulgar, rude, inflammatory, 

threatening, disrespectful or other inappropriate 

language. Restrictions against inappropriate 

language apply to public messages and material 

posted on web pages. 

c.) Illegal and commercial activities are strictly 

forbidden. 

d.) Do not reveal personal information to anyone on 

the network about yourself, the school or anyone 

else, such as name, address, telephone numbers, or 

name and location of school. 

e.) Do not agree to try and meet with someone you 

met on the network or give anyone your picture. 

f.) Notify the technology director if you find 

information that makes you feel uncomfortable or if 

you receive mean or uncomfortable messages. 

g.) Users may not post chain letters or engage in 

spamming. Spamming is sending or forwarding an 

annoying or unnecessary message to a large number 

of people, or numerous copies of the same letter to 

one person. Users will not forward unsolicited chain 

letters or non-educational posts, as such will be 

considered spamming. Users can have privileges 
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suspended if identified as a spammer. The proper 

response is to delete such messages. 

h.) Users will subscribe only to high quality 

discussion group mail lists that are relevant to 

education or career development. 

i.) Users will check email frequently and delete 

unwanted messages promptly.  

j.) Do not use the network to disrupt the use of the 

network by other users. Use of Internet resources 

from home and other non-owned school computers 

that causes disruption of school network resources 

can result in loss of school network privileges.  

k.) All communications and information accessible 

via the network should be assumed to be public 

property. 

5.) Respecting Resource Limits - All users will use East 

Noble School Corporation network resources for 

educational and career development activities and limited, 

high-quality, self-discovery activities. There is no limit on 

use for education and career development activities.  The 

limit on appropriate self-discovery activities is no more 

than 2 hours per week. Users will not download large files 

unless it is absolutely necessary. If necessary, users will 

download the files at a time when the system is not being 

heavily used and immediately remove the file from the 

system servers to your personal storage device. File server 

storage is provided to staff and students just for school 

related work. This storage is limited and users should not 

store personal files, including mp3 files, or executable files 

(.exe) on school owned servers.  

6.) Web Pages – Users approved by your building principal 

and/or technology director may create a 

classroom/organization/activity web page on East Noble's 

web-server after receiving training and signing a web use 

agreement. The technology director reserves the right to 

remove questionable material without notification at any 

time. 

7.) Evasive Procedures - Perform the following when an 

inappropriate internet site is accessed: 

a.) Immediately hit the STOP button. 

b.) Immediately hit the BACK button.                               

c.) Report the site's url (internet address) to the classroom 

teacher or the technology department. 

8.) Search and Seizure - Your network accounts are not 

private. Routine maintenance and monitoring of the email 

or file servers may lead to discovery that you have violated 

this agreement, or the law. The technology director and/or 

systems administrators will conduct searches if there is 

reasonable suspicion that you have violated this agreement 

or the law, or requested by local, state or federal law 

enforcement officials. The investigation will be reasonable 

and related to the suspected violation.  

9.) Due Process - East Noble will cooperate fully with 

local, state, or federal officials in any investigation related 

to illegal activities conducted on network resources owned 

by East Noble School Corporation. If there is a claim that 

you have violated this agreement in your use of the 

Network resources, you will be provided with an 

opportunity to present an explanation before a neutral 

administrator. 

10.) Security - Security on any computer system is of the 

highest priority, especially when the system involves many 

users.
